Do
hodnotenia som zaradil aj tuto Studiu.

Uroveri skladieb bola priemernd, ale bolo sa aj ¢&im potesit. V sitaZi bola réznorodd $kéla aj
zaujimavych myslienok. Avsak v niektorych pripadoch neboli spracované dobre. Ideu je sice
potrebné zamaskovat, ale vyskytovali sa tu aj zbytoc¢ne dlhé predohry s nepeknou vymenou
(branie nehrajucich figur). Nie som striktne proti braniu nehrajuce;j figury, ale tu v niektorych
pripadoch sa im dalo vyhnat.
